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	Section l.   Purpose:   The following guidelines shall apply to emergencies that affect the operation of the schools of the district.

Section 2.   Authority:   The District's system of emergency preparedness shall ensure that:

A.
The District, in cooperation with the local Emergency Management Agency and the Pennsylvania Emergency Management Agency (PEMA), shall develop and implement a comprehensive disaster response and emergency preparedness plan consistent with the guidelines developed by the Pennsylvania Emergency Management Agency and other applicable state requirements.

B.
The Board shall also utilize the resources of and comply with the requirements of the Pennsylvania Department of Health and the Pennsylvania Department of Education

C.
The Board shall ensure that emergency and evacuation drills are conducted at intervals required by state law.

All threats to the safety of the schools shall be identified by appropriate personnel and responded to promptly in accordance with the plan for emergency preparedness as promulgated by the Superintendent or his/her designee.

Section 3.   Delegation of Responsibility:   The Superintendent or his/her designee shall develop procedures for the handling of school emergencies which include:  a plan for the prompt and safe evacuation of the schools and safe dispersal of students from school property.
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
